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In addition to the use of methods in the develop-
ment and validation of electrified and non-
electrified propulsion systems, the connected 
vehicle, and ADAS/AD functionalities, we are 
giving a special podium to the topics of 
digitalization, virtualization, and simulation as well 
as the software-defined vehicle.
